Juniors:   

È If you want to compete in the National Merit Scholarship competition you must take the 

PSAT this year. The PSAT test has been scheduled for October 19 th  and the testing time is 

2 hours and 10 minutes. There is a cost of 15.00 for testing fees and the fees must be paid 

prior to October 19 th . (Please inform Miss. Metzger by October 14th if you are planning 

on taking this test .) 

È All Juniors (including Four County Students) will be going to Defiance College on November 

16th  for a college visit and to take a Practice ACT test.  We will then have a parent meeting 

to go over these testing results and to inform you on your students current End of Course 

points accumulation for graduation. The date for this parent meeting will be announced 

later.  

 

Sophomores:  

All Sophomores will be taking the PSAT and ASVAB test this year. The 

PSAT will be given on October 19 th , during school hours. There are no test-

ing fees for sophomores and they will not be able to compete in the scholar-

ship competition this year; however, studies show that those sophomores 

that are exposed to the test score higher when they take the test as Jun-

iors.
